Part I: The Way
In the space provided, complete the first part of your personal testimony, dealing with your life before you made a 

commitment to Jesus. Include your feelings—emptiness, loneliness, lack of purpose—and how you came to realize that you
were a sinner and in need of a change. 

My life before I made a commitment to follow Jesus.

Learn the transition and Scripture passages Romans 3:23 and Romans 6:23.
I realized I needed a change in my life. I discovered the Bible says, “All have sinned and fall short of the glory of God.” I
realized that “all” included me and that the consequence of sin is spiritual death. The Bible says, “For the wages of sin is
death.”

Part II: The Truth
Learn the truth about God (see  John 3:16).
I discovered the wonderful truth about God. He loves me in spite of my sin and provides a new way of living through
Jesus. The Bible says, “For God so loved the world that He gave his only begotten Son that whosoever believes in Him
should not perish but have everlasting life.”

Optional transition:
I came to understand that “the world” means people, “only begotten” means one and only, “whoever” includes everyone,
and “believes” means to place your trust in Jesus alone.

Learn the truth about Jesus (see John 1:14, 1 Cor. 15:3-4).
You see, Jesus is God, and He became man. “The Word,” that is Jesus, “became flesh and dwelt among us.” Christ died
for our sins, and He rose again the third day.

Learn this transition.
When I discovered these truths, I realized that God had a purpose for my life and that Jesus was the only way I could
experience true spiritual life.
